McGregor Lenoir Church, M. D. 1929-2004

McGregor was born to Walter E. Church and Bernice McGregor Church on August 29,
1929 in Portland Oregon. He graduated from Stanford 1n 1951 and from University of
Oregon Medical School in 1956. He married Linda Brown in 1950 with whom he had 5
children. He married Diane McPhail in 1972. After Diane's death, he married Catharine
Foyston in 1976. Catharine was the love of his life and brought him joy to the end of his
days.

He retired as a Colonel from the USAF after serving since 1957 in active service and the
Oregon Air National Guard.
